BACKGROUND: 
 
During the 2017 budget process, Council approved the Operating Business Case 
titled “Canada Day” for a one-time cost of $25,000. 
 
As per C-FS-05 Budget Guiding principles, this business case was funded through 
new assessment growth.  Funding of this business case through the 2016 surplus, 
as contemplated in this motion, will increase the amount of the unallocated new 
assessment growth, which by policy will be transferred to the Growth Stabilization 
reserve for use in a future year.
